However, during this period, tenants may NOT be evicted by their landlords for
failure to pay rent due to the financial impacts related to COVID-19, or the
presence of unauthorized occupants, pets or nuisance related to COVID-19. If
you cannot pay, you should notify your landlord before rent is due, or no later
than 7 days from the date rent is due.

The circumstances covered for non-payment of rent may include:

Loss of income due to workplace closure or reduced hours due to COVID-19

Loss of income or child care expenditures due to school closures

Health care expenditures stemming from COVID-19 infection of the tenant or a member of the
tenant’s household who is ill with COVID-19

Reasonable expenditures stemming from government ordered emergency measures

CSESIS

Tenants will have up to one year following the expiration of the local
emergency to repay any back rent due.

Your landlord also may NOT require you to show documentation of your COVID-19 impact to be

) covered by the eviction protections, exercise a No-fault Eviction during the Local Emergency
Period, or charge you interest or late fees. No-Fault evictions means those not based on an
alleged fault of the tenant. You CAN set up a repayment plan with your landlord, but they may
NOT require you to sign a promise to pay contract.

Gastos razonables resultando de 6rdenes médicas de emergencia del gobierno resultando por
COVID-19

Inquilinos tendrdan hasta 1 ano después de la expiracién de la orden para
pagar cualquier retraso de su renta

Su propietario tampoco puede requerir que muestre documentacion de su impacto del COVID-

) 19 para ser cubiertos por las protecciones de desalojo, tampoco puede ejercer un desalojo sin
culpa durante el periodo de emergencia local, o cobrar intereses o cargos por pagos atrasados.
Los desalojos sin culpa son aquellos que no se basan en una supuesta culpa del inquilino.
PUEDE establecer un plan de pago con su propietario, pero NO le pueden exigir a usted que
firme un contrato de promesa de pago.
